RESIDENTIAL REFUSE COLLECTION PROGRAM

SERVICES PROVIDED for $8.40 a month.
· UNLIMITED REFUSE SERVICE:  Please have your refuse set-out on Monday for collection no later than 6:00 a.m. the morning of your collection day.  No containers larger than 40 gallons or weighing more than 50 lbs. If possible, please place all trash in plastic bags to eliminate trash from blowing through the community.  Also, trash placed in plastic bags should be placed in trash containers to avoid animals from tearing the bags open. Lets work together to help keep Walbridge clean.

· RECYCLING:  Please have your 18-gallon recycling container set out every other Monday for collection no later than 6:00 a.m. on collection day. If you need a recycling container please contact the Village at 419-666-1830.  Materials that can be recycled are:  Magazines, newspapers, junk mail (please make sure no personal information is on the mail) glass- food and beverage containers (blue, green, clear and brown), bi-metal, steel and aluminum- food and beverage containers; any plastic- food and beverage containers or cleaning products – plastic containers with a number 1 or 2 on the bottom. 

· BULK ITEM PICK-UP: Bulk Items (furniture, appliances, and mattresses) will be collected with trash on your collection day. Items containing freon items are picked up free of charge the 2nd Wednesday of the month please call 1-800-343-6047 to speak to a customer service representative to schedule a pick-up.  No tires, auto parts, batteries, construction or demolition debris, oils or other household hazardous waste will be collected.  

· YARD WASTE: YW can be included in the refuse collection as long as it is with the trash and not in abnormal quantities (amounts common to size of yard). Any brush must be cut, bundled and tied; brush length may not exceed 4’-0” and 2’-0” in diameter.

· CUSTOMER SERVICE NUMBER:  If you have any questions regarding service or need to set-up a bulk item pick-up, you will need to call Waste Management at 1-800-343-6047 and a customer service representative will assist you.
